Nature of the Course Content


This is a one semester course in the applications of differential and integral calculus to problems


in business.  Also covered in the course are  finance formulas and a review of logarithmic and exponential


functions.

Drop Policy: Students may drop or swap (adding and dropping a class concurrently) classes through self-service in MyMav from the beginning of the registration period through the late registration period.
