Course Description: A survey of quantitative topics needed for the graduate student to read journal articles in operations research. This course is designed to develop modeling skills and an ability to apply quantitative optimization to the decision-making process.

Computer Project:
· Each student must submit the solution of ten NLP problems created by himself/herself and using the Lingo software at www.lindo.com.
· Obviously each student's problems should be different. 
· By creating the problems yourself, you will likely construct some that are infeasible or unbounded. Or you may get solutions that are only local optima due to the limitations of NLP software. Identify and explain any such situations. 
· Submit this computer assignment on the day of the final exam. Turn in both a Lingo (Matlab, etc.) printout and a typed explanation of any anomalies.

Final Review Week:
