COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course is a survey of the developments in the history of Western theatre and the history of film.  This course is designed to develop awareness of and appreciation for dramatic art as reflected in theatre and film and to increase the student's enjoyment and knowledge of drama and its historical, social, and cultural contexts. Although the first part of the course will be devoted to film and the second part will be devoted to theater, a specific focus of this course is noting the similarities and differences between stage and film work and the adaptations that occur when one medium transforms work into another.

To develop an appreciation for the aesthetic principles that guide the theatre arts and film and become avid and knowledgeable theatre and film-going patrons!

REQUIRED ESSAY OF A PLAY:
Formal requirements for the essay are on Blackboard. 
Late essays are deducted one full grade.
EXAMS:
The exams will cover lectures and material from class and your readings in the text. The exams are not cumulative. You must bring a scantron sheet and a #2 pencil.  This class is designed to be an enjoyable introduction to theatre and film. If you habitually miss class, don’t pay attention, and choose not to actively participate (this means listening as well as asking questions), this class can be difficult.  If you come to class, do the readings, and take quality notes, the exams should not be difficult.  

EMAIL POLICY:  No emailed essays are accepted.  Work must be handed in on or before the due date.  Email correspondence to the instructor regarding concerns with the class is, of course, just fine.

MAKE-UP WORK:  Work assignments or exams missed may only be made up if missed for official university absences and the instructor must know PRIOR the exam or assignment date. 

ATTENDANCE:  Class attendance is mandatory.  The only excused absences are those that are University related:  Athletics, Choir, required conferences, etc. Absences will be allowed for religious observances, but the student must inform the instructor IN ADVANCE.  All make-up tests must be approved by instructor.  If you have official university business it MUST be cleared by the instructor PRIOR to the missed class.  Illness is NOT an excused absence.  You are allowed a total of three (3) unexcused absences.  After the third absence, your grade will drop by ONE HALF LETTER GRADE for each subsequent absence.
TARDINESS: It is expected that you will be on time for class.  In addition, it is expected that you remain for the entire session. Late arrivals and early departures impact not only your ability to receive the information but also that of your colleagues.
OBJECTIONAL MATERIAL:  There will be times through this course when it will be necessary to use course materials that some students may find objectionable.  I will try to give you (when possible in advance) information that will enable you to make a knowledgeable choice about attending that class period.  However, you will still be responsible for the concepts and material discussed in class even if you choose not to attend and your absence will count as one of the two allowed under the attendance policy.
EXTRA CREDIT:  A second and third essay may be written of the on-campus plays (incl. Mavplays – April 25, 26, and 27, 28) for a total of up to 5 pts each essay. All format requirements are the same.
