Description of Course Content: Seminar designed to meet the needs of students desiring to become theorists
or teachers of theory; includes preparation and presentation of a senior research project in music theory in a
conference setting.

Student Learning Outcomes: Explore Advanced topics in Music Theory, including musical meaning, fusion of
analytical approaches, and the completion of Capstone Project in Music Theory.

Required Textbooks and Other Course Materials: To be distributed to students through blackboard or copies.

Descriptions of major assignments and examinations: Analytical assignments throughout the semester will be
assigned throughout the semester and discussed with the instructor at the class meetings. The final project will
be the Senior Capstone Project and Presentation. There will be no final examination.

Attendance: At The University of Texas at Arlington, taking attendance is not required. Rather, each faculty
member is free to develop his or her own methods of evaluating students’ academic performance, which includes
establishing course-specific policies on attendance.

Grading: Grading will be calculated based on performance on analytical and reading assignments as well as their
progress, completion, and presentation of the final Capstone Presentation

Drop Policy: Students may drop or swap (adding and dropping a class concurrently) classes through self-service in
MyMav from the beginning of the registration period through the late registration period. After the late registration
period, students must see their academic advisor to drop a class or withdraw. Undeclared students must see an
advisor in the University Advising Center.
