ATTENDANCE POLICY
UTA is a university--not a high school.  Students are adults, and therefore treated as such.  Thus, they are expected to get themselves to class on time.  Students are not required to attend class except on:  1] test days and 2] dates on which they make oral presentations to the class.  However, when students attend class regularly, they often score higher grades on their exams and their participation in class discussions is greater--thereby enriching the learning process for us all.  Therefore, those who attend every class in the semester will have 2 points added to their overall grade at the end of the semester, and those who are absent from one class will have 1 point added to their overall grade at the end of the semester.
