Description of Course Content:  This course teaches theory and basic techniques for making photojournalism images. It will serve as the entry-level photojournalism course in the Communication Department at UT-Arlington. Student will learn digital camera use, composition, exposure, lens usage and basic lighting.  Student will also learn basic image editing in Adobe Bridge and Adobe Photoshop. An introduction to photojournalism (PJ) as it pertains to the industry will also be presented. 
Student Learning Outcomes:

Learn to use a Digital SLR camera to capture images for print and online 
publications while working under 

deadlines.

Have the ability to use basic camera operations and controls such as focus, aperture, shutter speed, depth of 

field, light metering and photo editing software.

Have the ability to distinguish between a snapshot and a professional photojournalism image. 
*
Understand how different focal lengths/lenses affect photographs. 
*
Have the ability to compose a photograph effectively. 
*
Critically evaluate own work and the works of others utilizing the principles of composition, focus,


exposure and contrast as well as style and fairness.

Understand basic PJ ethics, including photo manipulation, either with camera or editing software.

*
Have a basic knowledge of Adobe Photoshop and how to open, adjust, crop, caption and save images. 

Attendance:  At The University of Texas at Arlington, taking attendance is not required. Rather, each faculty member is free to develop his or her own methods of evaluating students’ academic performance, which includes establishing course-specific policies on attendance. As the instructor of this section, my philosophy is that your attendance is vital for the successful completion of the course requirements.  A sign in sheet or roll will be taken each class meeting.  If you miss class due to official representation of the University in an authorized activity, you must supply the necessary documentation to me before that event.  If you, or a family member becomes seriously ill and you miss class, it is your responsibility to notify and provide documentation to me as soon as you return to class.  You are responsible for work missed during your absence.  An absence on a due date does not justify a late assignment.  No make-up work will be given if absent.
 
After four (4) unexcused absences, a point will be deducted from your Assignment average.  For example, if at the end of the semester you have seven absences [four free, three additional at 1 point each], your assignment grade will be reduced by three points. So an 82 on your assignment average will become a 79.
 
If you fade out of the course it is your responsibility to drop officially.  You will NOT be dropped for non-attendance. 

Make-up Exams: If student misses a scheduled quiz/exam because of an excused or unexcused absence, an email will be sent naming a specific time for a make-up to be completed. It will either be the next class period or class lab time. If the absence is deemed unexcused, the student will be allowed to make up the quiz/exam, but 20 points will be deducted. If the student fails to return the email and misses class beyond one week of the original quiz date, a grade of zero will be given.
Photo Assignments: There are two (2) categories of photo assignments for this course.

—   Class Photo Assignments: There will be seven (7) photo assignments that will examine tools and techniques of basic photography. Several of these will be done as groups within the normal class time with instructors help. If you miss that day, you will be required to do it on your own. Students may also complete these assignments on their own, even if they participated in the class shoot. A category within Blackboard can be found where these assignments will be housed and where they will be completed. They are listed under Photo Assignments. Even though we do some  assignments together (referred to as Class Shoot Days) each student will be responsible for shooting, and turning in his/her own work.
Specific due dates can be found on the calendar on Blackboard and on the assignment in Blackboard.

—   Midterm and Final Project: The midterm is a required assignment to be completed from a group of four (4) options the student can choose from. Options will be more in depth than the basic assignments and require more time over multiple days to complete. They will also be done outside of class time and not as a group. A category within Blackboard can be found where this assignment will be housed and where it will be completed. Options are listed under Midterm. Students are required to complete ONE of the four options.
The Final Project will involve shooting two different Photojournalism type assignments. One will be a General News Assignment (Event) and one will come from a choice of either Sports or Portrait. Details will be discussed in class. A category within Blackboard can be found where these assignments will be housed and where they will be completed. They will be listed under Final Project.
The Final Project will be due during Final Review Week but should be started and photographed prior to that week. Making the due date during this week will provide students additional time to complete the project. Typically instructors are not to give assignments during Review Week unless noted in the syllabus. This is that note. Also, the project is assigned early in the semester.

Class Discussion Days: There will be two (2) required days for students to present images they shot for assignments for this course and explain why they chose the subjects they did and how they approached the assignment. 
The average of the two discussions will count the same as a single “Photo Assignment” grade and be averaged in that part of the grade. If a student misses one of the discussions, the grade will be a 60. If a student misses both, the grade will be a zero. Typically a grade of 90 is assigned for students who complete both discussions. 

Students will need to put 4-5 of their images into a folder with their name on it and save them to a thumb drive or SD card to hand to the instructor at the beginning of class on the day to present. Points will be deducted from the scale above if student is not prepared at the beginning of class.

A sign up sheet will be made available for students to sign up for the day in each group they wish to present.
Quizzes: There will be two Quizzes for this course to be given during lecture time. Student is required to bring a Scantron and pencil. If student receives an "A" grade on both quizzes, they can use their Quiz average as their Final Exam grade and be exempt from the Final Exam. 

NOTE: An A on both quizzes is required, not simply an A average.
Final Exam:  A Final Exam based on the Quizzes will be given during Finals week. If a student receives an "A" grade on BOTH of the Quizzes, they may use their Quiz average in place of their Final Exam grade and be excused from taking the final.
Deadlines: 

Deadlines in the news business are critical and deadlines for assignments will be enforced. Assignments turned in late will have up to 30 points deducted for being late, up to One (1) week. After one week from the due date, the assignment will be unavailable to students in Blackboard and the student will receive a grade of Zero. This is what is referred to as the “Kill Date” on assignments. Please notify the instructor if you have an issue completing an assignment. Keep in mind, an excused absence does not mean you are exempt from turning in an assignment.
The number of images to turn in for each assignment will depend on each specific assignment. It will be noted in the description on the assignment in Blackboard. It is REQUIRED that each student shoot a minimum of 20 frames (images) per assignment, though typically only 2 - 6 will be required to turn in. 

Assignments will be uploaded to blackboard using specific sizing, file naming, folder naming, uploading and captioning rules. Failure to follow the protocol will result in points being deducted from the assignment. Specifics will be provided in class and on handouts in Blackboard.

Most assignments will require student to do the work outside of class time. No assignments will require a SPECIFIC event to be photographed outside of class time, but each student will need to find events, matching the particular assignment, that fit within their own schedule.

All photographs turned in as assignments must be shot this semester, (Fall 2016), for the specific assignment given. Photographs from previous semesters, for other classes, or for other assignments for this class will not be accepted unless the instructor has granted prior approval. This is especially true for the final project.  
Assignments turned in for this class that also appear in a UTA student publication must be cleared by the instructor before turning it in. Come speak with me about it. 

Equipment for Photo Assignments: All photo assignments MUST be shot using a digital SLR camera that you either own, or checked out from the Communication Department Equipment Checkout Room. Do not use a point-and-shoot digital camera or a phone camera. Images from anything other than a digital SLR camera will not be accepted. 
Caption information on Assignments: All assignments turned in during this class will require a caption (cutline). Details on this will be provided in class and on the Adobe Photoshop handout provided early in the semester.

Any photo turned in for an assignment that does not have a caption (cutline) in it will have up to 25 points deducted from the assignment. Points will also be deducted for caption (cutline) information that is lacking. Points will also be deducted for incorrect grammar usage.

Students are expected to keep track of their performance throughout the semester and seek guidance from available sources (including the instructor) if their performance drops below satisfactory levels.

Course Schedule: A schedule of lectures, quizzes, lab days and assignment due dates will be posted in Blackboard under the category of Calendar.
Drop Policy: Students may drop or swap (adding and dropping a class concurrently) classes through self-service in MyMav from the beginning of the registration period through the late registration period. After the late registration period, students must see their academic advisor to drop a class or withdraw. Undeclared students must see an advisor in the University Advising Center. Drops can continue through a point two-thirds of the way through the term or session. It is the student's responsibility to officially withdraw if they do not plan to attend after registering. Final Review Week: for semester-long courses, a period of five class days prior to the first day of final examinations in the long sessions shall be designated as Final Review Week. The purpose of this week is to allow students sufficient time to prepare for final examinations. During this week, there shall be no scheduled activities such as required field trips or performances; and no instructor shall assign any themes, research problems or exercises of similar scope that have a completion date during or following this week unless specified in the class syllabus. During Final Review Week, an instructor shall not give any examinations constituting 10% or more of the final grade, except makeup tests and laboratory examinations. In addition, instructors are not required to limit content to topics that have been previously covered; they may introduce new concepts as appropriate.

Emergency Exit Procedures: Should we experience an emergency event that requires us to vacate the building, students should exit the room and move toward the nearest exit, 

(FA 404) which is located down the stairs immediately to the left as we exit the classroom. If that way is blocked, we will proceed down the hall (right out of the classroom) to the glass doors that lead to the patio area. From there we will go down the exterior stairs.
