Welcome back, fortes discipuli, to further—and no less intensive—adventures in Latin.  By the end of this semester you will have completed your foreign language requirement and (more importantly, in my view) mastered the fundamentals of Latin, enabling you to make sense of texts in both Classical and Medieval idioms.  Since Wheelock’s Latin, your basic text from last semester, includes so much material, it will be necessary for you to purchase only one REQUIRED TEXT for the spring semester:

Wheelock’s Latin, 5th edition (Bolchazy-Carducci 1995).

Requirements  You will be tested regularly, beginning with the first quizlet of the semester on Jan. 20th.  At semester's end I will submit two separate grades, one for 2313 and one for 2314.  Your grade for 2313 will be based on work you do through March 3rd—specifically, on the average of your four highest quiz grades (= 33% of your grade), and your grades on the exams to be given on Feb. 10th and March 3rd (each worth 33% of your grade).  Your grade for 2314 will be based on work done from March 6th through the end of the semester—on the average of your four highest quiz grades (33%), and your grades on the exams administered on April 7th and May 10th (33% apiece). 

Since you may miss a quiz per course without adversely affecting your grade, there will be NO MAKE-UP QUIZZES, no matter how airtight the alibi. If you anticipate being unable to attend a class for which an exam is scheduled, please let me know in advance; a make-up will be arranged if (and ONLY if) circumstances so warrant.  If you miss an exam for some unforeseen reason (illness, accident, death and dismemberment, etc.), please contact me within 24 hrs. to explain the circumstances. 
Student Learning Outcomes  Students in this course will master the basics of Latin grammar, syntax, and vocabulary in order to facilitate the reading of texts in Classical and Medieval Latin.


Attendance Policy  Consistent and informed class attendance is essential to your well-being, especially since this is an intensive course, and we’ll be  covering a lot of ground in each class session.  Although attendance (or lack thereof) will not directly affect your grade in this course, the consequences of non-attendance are sadly predictable: students who make a habit of missing class typically get lower grades, and often find themselves having to drop the course despite a considerable investment in time and money.


So: plan to show up every day, on time, and ready to work, having prepared the day’s assignment.

Electronics  Cell phones and their ilk are—for some, and arguably—a necessary evil outside of class.  During class, when you need to focus on the material presented without external interruptions, they are simply, inescapably, and profoundly evil.  Please turn them off, lest you distract me, yourself, and/or others.  (Instructor’s Pet Peeve #1, FYI)  The use of laptop computers and the like in class is permissible FOR ACADEMIC PURPOSES ONLY.

Drop Policy: Students may drop or swap (adding and dropping a class concurrently) classes through self-service in MyMav from the beginning of the registration period through the late registration period. After the late registration period, students must see their academic advisor to drop a class or withdraw. Undeclared students must see an advisor in the University Advising Center. Drops can continue through a point two-thirds of the way through the term or session (specifically, through F March 31st). It is the student's responsibility to officially withdraw if they do not plan to attend after registering. Students will not be automatically dropped for non-attendance.
