Time and Place of Class Meetings: Tuesdays and Thursdays 9:30-10:50am; Room: TBA
Course content: This course introduces students to modern history in the nineteenth and twentieth century. It is one of a few courses offered in UTA’s history department that is grounded in the transnational history paradigm. We will pay special attention to the interconnected character of the modern world by looking at the intercultural transfers of ideas, concepts, and models for political, social, economic, and cultural advancement. Important topics include revolution, nationalism, eugenics, social and economic reform, and non-violent resistance. This course is intended to be an introduction for history and non-history majors alike.

Student Learning Outcomes: This course provides students with basic information about major events of modern history in the last two hundred years. This information will be presented in form of lectures and seminars.

The final grade consists of three components: 
1. Class Participation: The grade for class participation is based on your physical presence in class and your participation in class discussions. There are reading assignments for several course topics (see schedule of classes). These classes will be centered around student discussion of these readings (seminars instead of lectures).

2. Annotated Bibliography: see worksheet (due November 7).
3. Quizzes: There will be five quizzes at the beginning of class on Tuesdays (October 10, 17, 24, 31 and November 28). These quizzes are about the chapters from the textbook (Adam, Intercultural Transfers), which you are supposed to read before we discuss these chapters in class. These quizzes are open-book quizzes.
Drop Policy: Students may drop or swap (adding and dropping a class concurrently) classes through self-service in MyMav from the beginning of the registration period through the late registration period. After the late registration period, students must see their academic advisor to drop a class or withdraw. Undeclared students must see an advisor in the University Advising Center. Drops can continue through a point two-thirds of the way through the term or session. It is the student's responsibility to officially withdraw if they do not plan to attend after registering. Students will not be automatically dropped for non-attendance. Repayment of certain types of financial aid administered through the University may be required as the result of dropping classes or withdrawing.
