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This course addresses the multitude of challenges financial managers of local government and non-profit agencies encounter on a regular basis. How can the organization generate revenues?  How much should it attempt to generate? How does the agency expend its resources? How does the organization account for the financial activity? The course also examines the difference between short-term and long-term expenditures.
