PROGRAMA GENERAL DEL CURSO 
 
Texto:  —Introducción a la lingüística española, 3a. ed. (2009), Milton M. Azevedo, 

Englewood Cliffs: Prentice Hall. 
 
Objetivos: Este curso es un curso introductorio a la lingüística española que no presupone 

que el estudiante tenga previos conocimientos de la lingüística. Tras una 
introducción general a la lengua y el lenguaje, el estudiante va a adquirir el 
conocimiento de las distintas áreas de la lingüística—fonética y fonología 
(sonidos y sus relaciones), morfología (componentes de la palabra), sintaxis 
(componentes de la frase y oración) y semántica (significados de las palabras y 
frases)—para concluir con la variación y el cambio lingüísticos tanto diacrónicos 
(de latín al español contemporáneo) como sincrónicos (de dialectos regionales).

EXAMEN FINAL 
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Informaciones pertinentes al curso: 
Expectations for Out-of-Class Study: Beyond the time required to attend each class meeting, students 
enrolled in this course should expect to spend at least an additional 9 hours per week of their own time in 
course-related activities, including reading required materials, completing assignments, preparing for 
exams, etc. (A general rule is that for every credit hour earned, a student should spend 3 hours per week 
working outside of class. Therefore, since our class is a 3-hr. course, at least 9 hours per week are 
expected to be invested outside of class.) 
 
Drop Policy: Students may drop or swap (adding and dropping a class concurrently) classes through self-
service in MyMav from the beginning of the registration period through the late registration period.
