Description of Course Content: (University re-vised catalogue text):
Continuation of ceramic media techniques and forming processes focusing on the introduction of various types of moldmaking and casting procedures.
Student Learning Outcomes: Moldmaking/Casting – Art 3383-001:
1) Introduction & development of the techniques, application, and synthesis of moldmaking and casting procedures in re-creating clay & other media objects.

2) Enhanced abilities to integrate, attach, and combine clay cast shapes using additive construction processes into larger and/or more complex forms.

3) Continued development of skills for designing & creating three dimensional forms and their relationship to function, aesthetics, and /or sculptural concerns.

4) Demonstrate & understand increasing knowledge of color/glazes and their various application and descriptive role in defining form.
5) Application, analysis, and recognition of personal methods for building and forming ideas during stages of thinking/sketching, discussion, and research. 
6) Development and practice of the necessary stages of pre-preparation of any object and its mold container before casting and mold making procedures.

7) Understanding the importance of working adaptively/flexibly with molds as both a tool for the artist focused on uniqueness & concept and its’ equal potential for usage at the industrial production level.

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Detailed Course Description:
This ART 3383 studio class will introduce the techniques of re-creating forms by the use of various types of molds & casting processes. Along with this introduction includes methods for assembling these cast forms together to create more complex, unique artworks. The use of molds easily allows the identical recreation of dimensional forms, create unique multiple editions, or alter original cast forms. Students will learn how to make numerous types of molds from a variety of surfaces and shapes.

Projects will be customized to students’ clay working experiences. Each project is structured, yet left open enough for you to seek creative solutions through problem solving, research, and the exploration of your own sense of design and imagery. Personal expression, challenging solutions, and extra effort visible with each of your projects will be one of the prime criteria for evaluation and grading.

For example: glazed, glazed/painted, painted… Incomplete work at critiques will lower your overall grade one letter or more depending on the amount of incomplete works. Missing a critique or having no work ready at critique may result in a failing grade. 
4) Any extra related work and research completed or explored beyond your assigned projects.

5) Your participation in daily clean up of: 1)your work areas; 2) the mess and residue you create where you work 3) when you use and pour plaster or 4) when you glaze/spray your projects and 5) at the end of the semester required cleanup (10% of grade).

6) Students are expected to keep track of their performance throughout the semester and seek guidance from the instructor, if their performance drops below satisfactory levels.
