This course will focus upon the various expressions of religious reform that emerged in early 16th-century Europe. It will examine the state of the Catholic Church from the eve of the Reformation to beyond the Council of Trent, and explore the birth and early evolution of Protestant churches.  Some of the questions that we will ask include the following:  What were the strengths and weaknesses of early modern Catholicism and Protestantism? Who was Martin Luther and what was his impact?  How did the Reformation relate to the Renaissance?  What effects did the Reformation(s) have on rich and poor, men and women, urban and rural dwellers? Finally, in what manner did such religious reform movements complicate regional, national and international politics, at times leading to bloody and lengthy religious wars?

1. Identify and discuss the factors (cultural, political, religious, socio-economic) that provoked and shaped the diverse expressions of the Reformation 
2. Compare and contrast the major Reformation leaders and their beliefs 
3. Explain how religion and politics intersected to create a century of recurring civil strife in certain regions of early modern Europe

4. Delineate the various ways in which religion was viewed and practiced across social, economic and gender lines during the Reformation 
5. Explain how and why several Dominican convents managed to survive in the Protestant city of Strasbourg.
