Participacion (10 %): La participacion en las discusiones
de los textos asignados en cada clase se evalua todos los
dias. Los alumnos deben llegar a clase preparados para
esta actividad diaria. La calificacion en Blackboard es el
promedio de cada semana.

Presentacion (5 %): El alumno hard una presentacion en
el semestre. Los temas son los movimientos literarios

en la historia de la literatura, la narrativa, el dramay la
poesia. Los alumnos elegirdan uno de los temas como se
indica en el Programa de clases. La presentacion consistira
en la explicacién de dicho tema a la clase. El alumno
usara sus propias palabras. PowerPoint o similar puede
ser utilizado. Las diapositivas pueden contener titulos de
obras literarias, imagenes, pero no un texto extenso. El
estudiante no debe leer la diapositiva ni sus apuntes. Se
deduciran puntos si ese es el caso.

Pruebas (20 %): Cumplir con la lectura de los textos asig-
nados es un requisito. A partir de la primera semana
habra pruebas-control que consistiran en preguntas a
nivel de comprension y se haran al comenzar la clase.

No habra opcién para pruebas de recuperacioén, pero las
dos calificaciones mas bajas se eliminaran al terminar el
semestre. Para textos largos, como Lazarillo de Tormes,
hay preguntas de comprension de lectura en lugar de una
prueba. No habra pruebas los dias que se debe entregar
un ensayo o de presentacion en pares, pero el alumno
debe completar las lecturas asignadas para ese dia. Tam-
poco habra pruebas para las lecturas de introduccién: a la
narrativa, a la poesiay al ensayo, pero el estudiante debera
entregar un bosquejo que completara al leer. El alumno
recibira una calificacion por completar el bosquejo. (Ver
mas informacion en Blackboard).

Ensayos (2) (25 %): el estudiante escribira 2 ensayos
(detalles en Blackboard) durante el semestre. Los ensayos
seguirdn las normas del formato MLA. Los ensayos seran
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analiticos, requiriendo la formulacién de una declaracion
de tesis, una organizacién efectiva de ideas y el uso de
evidencia / argumentacion concreta del texto para de-
mostrar que la tesis es valida. Para el primer ensayo, el
alumno entregard un bosquejo antes de entregar el
ensayo en si. El bosquejo contara como Tarea escrita en el
libro de calificaciones. Entregar el bosquejo para el segun-
do ensayo es opcional pero recomendado. Las fechas de
entrega de los ensayos se enumeran en el calendario del
curso y vencen al comienzo de la clase en la fecha indica-
da.

Examen parcial (20 %) y Examen final (20 %): El formato
y el tipo de contenido de estos dos exdmenes son iguales.
Ambos consistirdn de dos partes: 1) la comprensién de los
temas de historia / periodos de tiempo literarios, teoria,
biografia literaria, otra informacién de conferencias de
clase e informacion sobre el proceso de escritura. 2) la
habilidad de analisis de textos literarios en si (respuesta
corta). Los exdmenes no se daran antes o después de la
fecha indicada en el calendario del curso. No se otorgan
examenes de recuperacion, excepto en el caso de una
ausencia justificada por la universidad que esté debida-
mente documentada antes de la fecha del examen, o en
el caso de una circunstancia atenuante grave (segun lo
determine el instructor) que sea adecuada y documentada
de manera oportuna.

a test, participation in a class project or presentation, or
an engagement online via Blackboard (and in this class
Google Docs). This date is reported to the Department
of Education for federal financial aid recipients.

Drop Policy: Students may drop or swap (adding and
dropping a class concurrently) classes through self-ser-
vice in MyMav from the beginning of the registration
period through the late registration period. After the
late registration period, students must see their aca-
demic advisor to drop a class or withdraw. Undeclared
students must see an advisor in the University Advising
Center. Drops can continue through a point two-thirds
of the way through the term or session. It is the stu-
dent’s responsibility to officially withdraw if they do not
plan to attend after registering. Students will not be
automatically dropped for non-attendance. Repay-
ment of certain types of financial aid administered
through the University may be required as the result of
dropping classes or withdrawing.

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Final Review Week: For semester-long courses, a period
of five class days prior to the first day of final examina-
tions in the long sessions shall be designated as Final
Review Week.

During Final Review Week, an instructor shall
not give any examinations constituting 10% or more

of the final grade, except makeup tests and laboratory
examinations. In addition, no instructor shall give any
portion of the final examination during Final Review
Week. During this week, classes are held as scheduled.
In addition, instructors are not required to limit content
to topics that have been previously covered; they may
introduce new concepts as appropriate.
